Agenda Item 3 — Proposed Draft Revision to the Codex Guidelines for the Exchange of Information in
Food Control Emergency Situations (CX/FICS 03/3): The 11" CCFICS returned the proposed draft
Revision to the Codex Guidelines for the Exchange of Information in Food Control Emergency Situations to
Step 2 for revision by the drafting group led by Australia (ALINORM 03/30A, para. 39).
