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Civil strife and armed conflicts often produce
refugees and are a major cause of food insecur-
ity, impeding future progress towards food
security. Major refugee movements can cause
food security problems both among the refugees
themselves and in the receiving areas. A
peaceful world is a basic requirement for food
security.
