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FOREWORD

The Gambia Government has always committed itself to the provision of relevant and quality education for all its citizenry. This is manifested in the relentless effort government is making to bring education to the doorsteps of every Gambian child.

The new education policy lays emphasis on the inclusion of Early Childhood Development (ECD), which comprises children between the ages of 3-6 years into the mainstream education. The Directorate of Curriculum Research, Evaluation and Development is therefore obliged to provide quality and relevant teaching and learning materials.

It is against this background that the Directorate, in collaboration with Early Childhood Development Unit of the Ministry and the Association of Early Childhood Education providers embarked on the development of this Framework with funding from UNICEF. The framework has 12 themes, covering six identified learning areas, including literacy and communication, knowledge and understanding, numeracy, and personal and social, creative and physical developments.
 The Framework is also designed to cover all the six learning areas where specific targets are developed for the learners. The activities are also developed to be Child friendly.

Teaching and learning at ECD level is normally done through play. Therefore ECD facilitators will find it very appropriate in getting children interested in the methodology and materials that are to be used.

It is expected that when all the targets for the learners are achieved by the end of the period, the children would be fully prepared for a smooth transition to the lower basic. Finally, it is hoped that this framework will achieve its desired objective in creating and promoting effective teaching and learning at ECD level.
