Technical comment: To retain the words in square brackets [7.2 Labelling of non-retail containers - The
information required by this Standard and by Section 4 of the General Standard for the Labelling of
Prepackaged Foods shall be given either on the container or in accompanying documents, except that the
name of the product, the net weight of the product, date of manufacture, the production lot number as well as
the name and address of the manufacturer, the packer, the distributor and/or importer shall appear on the
container. However, lot identification, and the name and address of the manufacturer, packer, distributor,
and/or importer may be replaced by an identification mark, provided that such a mark is clearly identifiable with
the accompanying documents]
