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Introduction

1. The 16™ Session of the FAO/WHO Regional Coordinating Committee for Asia agreed to adopt the
Strategic Plan for the Coordinating Committee for Asia (CCASIA) 2009-2014 (see Appendix VI) and to
inform the 32" Session of the Commission. It further agreed to request the Coordinator to monitor the
implementation of the Strategic Plan and to present a report on the status of implementation at the 17"
Session of the CCASIA (ALINORM 09/32/15 para 96).
