1. The 25th Session of the Committee on Fats and Oils (CCFO25) forwarded the proposed draft revision 
to the Standard for Named Vegetable Oils (CODEX STAN 210-1999: Addition of Palm Oil with High 
Oleic Acid (OXG) to CAC40 for adoption at Step 5 (REP17/FO para 43 (ii) and Appendix V) 

2. CAC40 adopted the draft revision to the Standard for Named Vegetable Oils (CODEX STAN 210-
1999: Addition of Palm Oil with High Oleic Acid (OXG) at Step 5 and advanced it to Step 6 
(REP17/CAC para. 79 and Appendix IV))
