6 Furthermore,'  it was 
emphasized by several delegations that the Committee should examine existing 
Methods of Arialysis and  recommend them as Codex .Methods as far as  possible.

By courtesy 
of ISO a copy of this document together with supPlements, and possible ,  
amendments will be circulated to members by the,Secretariat. .Meanwhile 
preparatory work could be based on Document R 78. 

It was furthermore decided that individual countries represented, parti-
cularly.those who are responsible for developing Codex Standards, should' 
also prePare methods .  of analysis and make them available to 'the Committee 
for discussion and editing.
