The 23
rd

 Session of the 

Codex Alimentarius Commission approved the revision of the Advisory List(s) as a new work for the 

Committee.  The Committee at its last Session considered the Proposed Draft Revision and agreed to ask 

additional comments concerning the criteria to be used for the inclusion and deletion of mineral salts and 

vitamin compounds in the List and which categories of nutrients should be included.  Government 

comments on those proposals (CL 2001/7-NFSDU ) are incorporated into the document CX/NFSDU 01/7.
