INFORMATION NOTE 

Proposed Draft Maximum Levels for Fumonisins in Maize and Maize-Products and Associated Sampling Plans: The 4th session 
of the Committee agreed to retain the proposed draft MLs for fumonisins in maize and maize-products at Step 4 until further advice was 
provided by JECFA (ALINORM 10/33/41, para. 95). Fumonisins were evaluated by JECFA in June 2011. The conclusions of this 
meeting are presented in CX/CF 12/6/5 (Agenda Item 3a). In addition, to facilitate the discussion, the Delegation of Brazil has prepared 
an updated document CX/CF 12/6/18 based on the previous document CX/CF 10/4/8 presented at the 4th Session of the Committee and 
the outcome of the 74th JECFA Meeting (Agenda Item 12a).
