6. Contact Points of Codex members and observers organizations are requested to provide proposed changes
and relevant comments/justifications on a specific paragraph (under the categories: editorial, substantive,
technical and translation) and/or at the document level (general comments).

7. At the end of the commenting period, the Codex Secretariat will compile comments in a relevant working
document using the system.
