. The work of the HCC is guided by our 2017-2021 Strategic Plan which is defined by five
strategic pillars: accountability, advocacy, capacity development, communication, and
sustainability.

. The HCC is a regional organisation with a Secretariat located in Barbados. Our core
personnel consists of a full-time Executive Director, a part time Digital Content Coordinator,
a part time Social Media Content Creator. In addition, we have interns and volunteers, short-
and long-termproject consultants and project assistants.

. The work of the HCC is governed by a Board of Directors who provide strategic and
organizational oversight and guidance. Board members are all passionate experts in the field
of NCD prevention and based throughout the Caribbean. They are elected every year at an
annual general assembly. The board is chaired by Sir Trevor Hassell, President of the HCC
andfounder. Sir George Alleyne, Director Emeritus of PAHO is Patron of the HCC, and Dr.
JamesHospedales, Past Executive Director Caribbean Public Health Agency (CARPHA), is
Special Advisor to the HCC. Details on the Board can be found here.

HCC'’s core funding is provided by Sagicor Life Inc. a local health insurance company. We also havecore
funding from COMTRUST Foundation of CIBC First Caribbean Bank. Our project funding is provided by
various regional and international partner including PAHO, The Global Health Advocacylncubator,
Commonwealth Secretariat, the Australia Direct Aid Programme and others. We do not take funds from
the alcohol or tobacco sector.

Applications of smoking: In the smoking of food, there are basically seven areas of application or
production steps to be distinguished:

- Smoking with combustion smoke - direct (conventional smoking) Smoking with
combustion smoke - indirect (conventional smoking) Smoking with friction smoke
(conventional smoking)

- Smoking with steam smoke (conventional smoking)

- Production of primary smoke products (basic material for purified smoke and smoke
flavourings) Smoking with purified smoke (CleanSmoke)

- Use of smoke flavourings
This scaling is accompanied by improved consumer health and environmental protection.

The CleanSmokeCoalition (CSC) is the representation of state-of-the-art smoking technology producers,
traders and users. The CSC's objective is to advance healthy and environmentally-friendly smoking
methods and namely the use of purified primary smoke products for the smoking of foods (meat, fish,
cheese and a whole range of non-animal products) as well as the use of smoke flavourings. Purified
smoke is substantially cleaner (environment), healthier (consumer safety), safer (work safety), easier to
handle (SME-friendliness) and outperforms conventional smoking in all these fields. The same applies
to the use of smoke flavourings in food processing. The association is advocating for a regulatory
framework sited to purified smoke and smoke flavourings.

The CSC works towards:

- aregulatory framework better adapted to state-of-the-art smoke technologies clear and
truthful consumer information on smoking processes

- recognition of purified smoke as the preferred option for the smoking of food in small and
medium sized enterprises (SMESs)

- recognition of purified smoke as a contribution to the protection of the environment,
human health and work safety

- asecured position of purified smoke in the production of organic food

The association works as a membership-based organisation. It is based in Brussels with world-wide
affiliations. Our foundation charter and statutes are enclosed.

General Assembly. The General Assembly is the forum for all Members to participate in setting the CSC
overall objectives and strategy. Meetings are held at least once per calendar year (annual general meeting
- AGM).

Council. The CSC Council is made up of 9 elected members. The Council has the power to administer
and manage the association, including delegation of management to the Secretariat.

Working Groups. Operational Expert Groups are composed of CSC members' experts. These Working
Groups are established to provide continuous input for CSC positioning on specific scientific and/or
regulatory topics to be addressed. Currently the CSC has Working Groups on "Regulatory Affairs", on
"Science" and on "Marketing".

Secretariat. The Secretariat is based in Brussels. It manages the day-to-day business of the association
and supports the work of the Working Groups and provides the relevant services to CSC members.

The CSC is funded mainly by contributions of members (membership fees) and to a smaller extent, by
revenue generated from organising events (smoke congresses).

The CSC holds regular meetings within its organisation and organises annual events (CleanSmoke
Coalition Congress) attracting up to 100 participants where matters relevant to the smoke sector are
discussed.
