1.1 
ESWATINI AGRICULTURAL CENSUS
1.1.1 
Definition
 A Census of agriculture is a statistical operation for collecting, processing and disseminating   data on all the structure of agriculture, covering a significant part of the country. Typical structural data collected in a Census of agriculture are size of holding, land tenure, land use, crop area harvested, irrigation, livestock numbers, labour and other agricultural inputs. In an agricultural census, data are collected directly from agricultural holdings, but some community-level data may also be collected. A census of agriculture normally involves collecting key structural data by complete enumeration of all agricultural holdings, in combination with more detailed structural data using sampling methods.
1.1.2 
Census organization

The Census operations are roughly divided into two; namely headquarters and field organization. The head office staff consist of senior personnel in the CSO, but the day-to-day operations would be centered under the Agriculture unit of the CSO. The field organisation has certain responsibilities which are executed from the top descending to the bottom staff. There is a project manager who manages and oversee the overall implementation of project activities. He works hand in hand with the census office (Agriculture unit) in assuring the quality of data, assessments and capacity development of activities planned under the project. There are two (2) project officers who are responsible for coordination and supervision of all office work and one (1) IT specialist who is responsible for the coordination and supervision of IT technicians. Other departments in the CSO will be assisting in the implementation of the project activities; The Geographical Information System (GIS) unit which is in charge of designing and digitize enumeration areas and creating maps, the Data Processing unit which will help with data editing, capture, evaluation, consistency checks and data tabulation, the Human Resources unit which assist with hiring and training of office and field staff, the Accounts units which is responsible for the finances for the project and lastly the Transport unit which is responsible for the provision of transport throughout the census.

The census will cover the four (4) regions of the country namely; Hhohho, Manzini, Shiselweni and Lubombo. These regions are further divided into eight (8) sub regions. In each region the office has appointed a regional coordinator and each sub-region has a sub-coordinator who is involved in the day to day coordination of the field work. In each sub region there are two (2) supervisors who will be supervising data collection in the field and ensure the complete coverage in the census. IT technicians will assist in providing IT techniques to help enumerators and supervisors in the data collection and solving technical problems with tablets and data transfer to the CSO. At the bottom of the hierarchy there are enumerators who are responsible for accurate data collection.

1.1.3 
Legal basis

The completion of the questionnaires is legal requirement in terms of Statistics Act 1967. A copy of this act is included at the end of this manual.

1.1.4 
Obligation to confidentiality

The data we take from respondents would be treated as strictly confidential and only employees of the Central Statistical Office directly concerned with the checking, tabulation and interpretation of data will have access to it. Its contents will not be disclosed to any private individual or firm or to any branch of government. The results would be published in such a manner as to ensure the confidentiality of the data.
1.2 
ESWATINI  AGRICULTURAL CENSUS 

1.2.1 
Background
In the past, the Census of agriculture has aimed to provide data on the structure of agriculture al holdings, with attention given to providing data for small administrative units and other detailed cross-tabulations of structural characteristics. Agricultural Censuses have also been used to provide benchmarks to improve current crop and livestock statistics. Previous agricultural Censuses have focused on the activities of agricultural production units; that is, homesteads or other units operating land or keeping livestock. They have not been seen as censuses of rural homesteads.

This Census is conducted to collect data needed by the government to make sound planning concerning the production of the agricultural produce and properly plan the suitable development of the rural population.
           1.2.2    Objectives
· The main objectives of the development planning are to enhance the standard of living of the rural people. The results of the census provide quantitative information on the socio-economic conditions of the rural people. 

· The Census results provide valuable data for the Ministry of Agriculture and relevant Stake Holders to monitor and review development programming for rural agricultural population.

· The Census provides quantitative data on the characteristics of the holdings in the rural areas of the country including those holdings operated by women, the elderly, children, and other variables pertinent the overall strategy of rural development.

· The Census gives incentives in line with the United Nations Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) which include; to decrease poverty, zero hunger, to provide clean water, to improve economic growth and to improve life on land. 

1.2.3 
Census scope

Broadly speaking, an Agricultural Census aims to measure the structure of the agricultural

production industry. The scope of the agricultural production industry could be interpreted very broadly to cover not only crop and livestock production activities, but also forestry and fisheries production activities, as well as other food and agriculture related activities. Past agricultural Census programs have taken a narrow view of agriculture by focusing only on those units engaged in the production of crop and livestock products. Units engaged in forestry or fisheries were not covered unless they also had some crop or livestock production activities

The scope of the agricultural Census concerns the data to be collected. Consistent with the basic Census objectives, the scope is broadly defined as:

STRUCTURE OF THE CENSUS
As earlier mentioned, this Census is divided into phases

1.
Phase I - Listing of all Rural Homesteads (Complete enumeration)
2.
Phase II – Area planted, Yield Measurements and General Agricultural Enquiries
1.3.1
Phase I - Listing of Rural Homesteads

The information collected during this phase is general information of the homesteads relating mainly to agricultural practices done by the homesteads. You as an Enumerator is expected to take at most 30 minutes to complete a form for each homestead. Answers to the questions will be recorded on pre-printed forms contained in pre-assembled booklet and/or tablet. Each enumerator will be given a separate book (listing booklet) of preprinted forms for each enumeration Area (EA) and or a tablet pre-installed with the Census Questionnaire. In each book there is enough space to record all homesteads for each EA. However, if some EAs require additional books, supervisors should be informed for extra books.

1.3.2 Maps for Location of Homesteads

Each Enumeration Area is shown on a certain type of map. This type is an aerial photomap at an average scale of about 1: 15 000. This is the same map that was used during the 2017 Population and Housing Census. You will receive the map for the Enumeration Area for which you have responsibility.

The 1: 15 000 scale photomaps show the locations of homesteads as of 2017. You must update these photomaps so that they will show homesteads that have been abandoned and those that have been built since 2017. This is done by drawing a small circle and number on the map at the present location of each homestead. The number used must correspond with the number assigned to it in the listing booklet. In doing this, make sure that no homesteads are left out which are located in the Enumeration Areas for which you have responsibility; likewise, make sure that none outside your area of responsibility are included. The primary reason for recording the location of each homestead is to permit each homestead to be relocated during Phase two of the Census. The second reason is to provide planning information about the location and density of homesteads throughout Eswatini. 

Map reading and plotting will be reviewed during the initial training course. Additional training and special guidance can be obtained from your supervisor. The accurate plotting of homesteads can be achieved only if you know first the boundaries of your Enumeration Areas. Therefore, it is important that you canvas the boundaries of' your Enumeration Areas prior to starting enumeration. The 1: 15 000 aerial maps should be used for this purpose. These maps should be used to layout /sketch the route you plan to follow in canvassing the areas for which you have responsibility. In laying your route, you should divide each Enumeration Area into segments alphabetically or chronologically in the order that you will follow when doing your enumeration. Natural features such as rivers, dongas, roads, telephone lines; etc should be used as boundaries for each segment you establish. After you have established / sketched the route you will follow, you should then follow it explicitly. In other words, interview one segment and complete it, then move on to the next segment. Continue following your route until each segment in each of Enumeration Area is completed.
1.4 
CONCEPTS AND DEFINITIONS

The following are the concepts and definitions to be used in the Eswatini Census of Agriculture:

1. Census of agriculture
A Census of agriculture is a statistical operation for collecting, processing and disseminating data on the entire structure of agriculture, covering a significant part of the country.
This is the aggregate of numerical information of different fields of agriculture and its economy. (It includes food crops, livestock products, etc). Collection, compilation and publication of data are what is referred to as statistics.
2. Homestead (Umuti)

Refers to a house or collection of houses with a yard. It comprises one homestead or more. 

3. Head of homestead

He/she is a person in the homestead acknowledged as head by the other members. The head has primary authority and responsibility for the homestead affairs including land, and livestock, etc.

4. Household
Consists of one person or a group of persons related or not related to each other, and sharing the same unit and usually having their meals together.
5. Holding

The agricultural holding is the enumerating unit, comprising all land used and all livestock kept wholly or partly for agricultural production purposes. An individual or homestead may exercise management, jointly by two or more individuals or households, or by a juridical person such as corporation, cooperative or government agency. For the purpose of Eswatini Census of Agriculture, the homestead will be considered an agricultural holding if it is utilized wholly or partly for agricultural production. The land could be a Eswatini Nation Land (ENL), Title Deed Farm (Individual Tenure Farm "ITF") or' ITF. "Squatters". 
6. Holder

The holder is a civil or juridical person who makes major decisions regarding resource use and exercises management control over the agricultural holding operation. The holder may undertake all responsibilities directly, or delegate responsibilities related to day-to-day work management to a hired manager. 

7. Respondent

The respondent is the person from whom data are collected about the agricultural unit. He/she should be the holder himself, or a person close to the holder. He/she should have good background about the homestead. Respondents that should be interviewed must be 18 years old and above. In case a homestead is child- headed, the child that can be interviewed must be 15 years old and above, however, for those less than 15 years old a guardian must be present during the interview.
8. Census committee
A Census Committee is an inter-ministerial or inter-agency committee consisting of high-level personnel with main responsibility consisting of the overall planning and direction of the Census, in co-operation with and / or subject to the review of the census manager.
9.  Land tenure

The land tenure system used is divided into the following:

(i) Eswatini Nation Land (ENL)
This is land vested in the king (head of state), who holds it in trust for the Swazi Nation (communal land), whereby Chiefs allocate it to individual Swazi families for their use. Agriculture in this sector is mainly subsistence in character.

(ii) Title deed farm (individual tenure farms "ITF")

This type is owned on freehold or concessionaire title. This sector includes commercial forests, farms, estates and ranches. 
(iii)  Squatters on title deed farms (ITF "Squatters")

It is an area of land that the ITF owner gives to a person. This person can live on the land and cultivate it, but he/she must leave the land if the owner asks him to do that. Usually it is not a must that the owner should benefit any money or production   from this person.
10. Enumeration area (EA)

The 2022/23 Agricultural Census uses the maps of the previous population census enumeration areas (EAs). These maps divide the rural areas into EAs. Identifying boundary features on land are; roads, mountain ranges, and railway lines, etc. Each EA consists of a number of homesteads. For the purpose of agricultural Census, these EAs are verified. Normally in the agricultural Census, an enumerator is assigned, at most, two EAs or more. The EA is used as Primary Sampling Unit (PSU) which is the baseline for sampling.
11. Permanent worker

This is a person who works on the holding to perform farm activities for at least six months during the agricultural year. Permanent worker may be a member in the holder's homestead or outside it or the holder himself.

12. Temporary worker
This is a person who works on the holding for a period less than six months during the agricultural year. Temporary worker may be a member in the holder's homestead or outside it or the holder himself.
13. Confidentiality
It refers to the legal obligation of the Census staff not to reveal the individual holding data to anyone, neither in the form of raw data nor in the form of tables, which may permit disclosure of data for individual holdings. Obligation to respond is often linked to and legitimized by confidentiality as a guarantee for the respondent.

14. Occupation

Refers to the kind of work performed during the reference period by the person employed/self-employed. For persons reporting more than one occupation, the main occupation is determined as the occupation on which most time was spent during the period.

15. Parcel

A piece of land entirely that is surrounded by other land, water, road, forest, etc, forming part of this holding.
16. Field

This is a contiguous piece of land cultivated as one by a holder, even if planted with different crops. An individual holding may consist of one or more fields.

17. Plot

This is a piece of land within the holding on which a specific crop or crop mixture is cultivated.

18. Subplot

This is a small area on the field where crop cutting is performed.

19. Arable Land

This is an area ready for cultivation, it is either under temporary fallow, temporary crops or under temporary meadows (an open habitat, or field, vegetated by grass and other non-woody plants).
20. Area planted/harvested
The area planted refers to total area where crops have been planted while area harvested refers to the total land where the crops have been gathered. Usually the area planted is expected to be more than the area harvested.
21. Mixture Cropping

This is a two or more crop planted simultaneously in the same field. The number, kind and proportion in the mixture will generally vary-according to the availability of seed, prevailing soil practices, soil, rainfall and other agro - meteorological conditions.

22. Pure Stand

This is a single crop cultivated in a field / plot.
23. Agricultural Production

This includes growing and production of different type of crops. It also includes keeping of livestock and production of livestock products.

24. Agricultural Year

Unlike the population census where the time reference is a point of time, the time for the agricultural census is a full year and is generally taken as the agricultural year over which one full cycle of agricultural operation is carried out. Agricultural year in Eswatini commences on the 1st of September and ends on the 31st of March of the following year, but this reference period is affected by climate change.
25. Agro - Ecological Zone

A geographical area, which is fairly homogeneous with respect to climate, soils and ecology in general, that is Highveld, Middleveld, Lowveld and Lubombo Plateau.
26. Compact plantation

This includes plants, trees and shrubs planted in a regular and a systematic manner. Plants, trees or shrubs forming an irregular pattern but dense enough to permit data collection of area planted, are also considered compact plantation.

27. Livestock population

The population refers to animal numbers present on the reference date, regardless of ownership. It includes livestock temporarily on communal grazing land or in transit at enumeration time.

28. Hired manager

This is a civil or juridical person who takes technical and administrative responsibility to manage a holding on a holder's behalf.  His /her responsibilities are limited to making day-to-day decisions to operate the holding; including managing and supervising hired labor and whose wages may be paid in cash or in kind. A hired manager who shares economic and financial responsibilities in addition to managing the holding should be considered a holder or a joint holder.
1.5
RESPONSILITIES OF THE ENUMERATOR

The most important job or work of the Enumerator is to become thoroughly familiar with the contents of this instruction manual. Also the attitude and diligence of an Enumerator is of crucial importance in ensuring the accuracy of the information collected during the census. The following factors are keys to obtaining accurate information:

(i) Things Enumerators must do during Interview

The accuracy of information obtained depends largely upon gaining the confidence and cooperation of those being interviewed.

1.
Introduce yourself on each visit and do everything to create a good first impression (rapport).

2.
Ask the questions in exactly the same way and in the same order in which they appear in the tablet.
3. 
You must not ask questions in a manner, which will lead your respondent.

4.
You must stress that the information provided for any individual homestead will not be disclosed to any of the other homestead(s) and/or individual(s).

5. 
You must make sure that you thank the respondents for their cooperation and assistance and inform them that they may be selected for more detailed enumeration during Phase II of the Census.

6. 
Very close cooperation of the respondents is absolutely necessary during the Census.
7. 
You must keep the tablet safe and binding booklets clean and tidy; also make sure that all data recorded must be saved on tablet and  if you use  the questionnaire booklet it must be neatly printed as accurate and complete as humanly possible.
8. 
Attend to "callbacks/revisits" as early as possible and must be punctual in keeping all appointments made.

9.
Be patient enough to listen to what the respondent has to say, even if it may be irrelevant.
(ii)
Things Enumerators should not do

1. 
Interview a respondent who may not have the required information about the homestead, e.g. a child. If for any reason there is no responsible member of the homestead at home, callbacks/ revisits should be made.

2. 
Interview a respondent in the presence of anyone outside his/her immediate family.

3. 
Not show surprise at any answer given and should not tell the respondent that they do not believe him/her.

4. 
Allow yourself to be entangled into political or religious discussion.

5. 
Try to record the response until the respondent has finished talking. Otherwise it may be difficult making out what the respondent actually wants to say.

6. 
Make substitutions for non - respondents, unless specifically instructed to do so.

7.
 Impersonate /forge/cook figures, according to the Statistics Act 14/1967 Sec 12 (3) any person who forges any form or document which is used or prescribed under this act or alters such document knowing it to be forged, shall be guilty of an offence and liable on conviction to the penalties which may be imposed for the crime or fraud

8. 
Engage a helper with no valid passport/ID.

9.
Engage a helper who does not come from the locality (i.e. within your EAs)

Finally, keep your supervisor informed about your progress, also be sure that s/he has adequate advanced warning about any supplies that you may need.

1.6
HOW TO HANDLE AN INTERVIEW

Conduct yourself in a relaxed way, but be thorough. Use the tablet/ questionnaire carefully.

(i) 
Ensure that you understand the exact purpose of each question. This will help you to know if the responses you are receiving are adequate.

(ii)
Ask the questions exactly as they are written. Even small changes in wording can alter the meaning of a question.

(iii)
Ask the questions in the same order as they appear on the tablet/questionnaire.

(iv.)
Ask all the questions, even if the respondent answers two questions at once. You can explain that you must ask each question individually, or say" just so that I am sure" or "just to refresh my memory ......", and then ask the question.

(v) 
Help your respondents to feel comfortable, but make sure you do not suggest answers to your questions. For example, do not 'help' a woman to remember the age of her child.

(vi) 
Do not leave a question unanswered unless you have been instructed to skip the question. Questions left blank are difficult to deal with later. In the office it may look as though you forgot to ask the question. Do not be surprised if some questions appear on the tablets for some homestead and they do not in other homesteads, this is because they are programmed; some questions rely on the answer to the previous questions.
(vii)
Record answers immediately. Write down any pertinent remarks made by the respondent. Check all sections of the tablet/ questionnaire before you leave the homestead to be sure it is completed correctly.

(viii) 
Thank the respondent for his (or her) cooperation. Remember the Census schedule and do not stay and talk for too long.

1.6.1 
General points

Dress neatly: Your appearance gives the respondent's first impression of you. The way you dress will affect whether your interviewing is successful or not. 
· Dress neatly and be presentable. 
· Males should take off hats when approaching the gate of the homestead. 
· Do not show off underpants.

· Females should not wear trousers.
· Avoid wearing short/mini skirts.
Gain rapport with the respondent: Try not arriving at the respondent's house at an inconvenient time of the day, such as a mealtime/sleep time/etc. Try to arrive when the respondent will not be too busy to answer questions. Introduce yourself by name and show your identification. Explain the Census and why you want to interview the respondent. Be prepared to explain what is meant by confidentiality and to convince respondents to participate if they are reluctant. If the respondent refuses to be interviewed, note the reasons on the questionnaire, if possible. Remain calm and polite at all times.

Probe for adequate responses: Pause and wait if the respondent is trying to remember difficult items. Ask the respondent to clarify his/her answer(s) if necessary. You may be misunderstanding him/her. Check for consistency between the answers a respondent gives. If there is an inconsistency, ask the questions again.

1.7 
HOW TO FILL IN THE ANSWERS

Each enumerator will be given a Tablet that will be pre-installed questionnaire. Once a questionnaire is opened, it will give questions in order and that information will be for that homestead you are interviewing. When reaching the end of the questions, then you have to save that questionnaire to open for another one for the next homestead. For backup listing booklets will be provided and each must contain information for homesteads belonging to one EA, and use a separate booklet for another Enumeration Area. Write the EA number yourself from your list of EAs. Do not ask the respondent. 

How to introduce yourself to the homesteads

Greetings, My name is ………. and I have been sent by the Central Statistical Office. We are continuing with the Census of Agriculture and this is the second phase following our first visit. Your homestead has been selected for this phase which will be done in stages. Today I will be doing area measurement of your fields and will come back for Crop cutting, Yield Measurements and other General Agricultural Enquiries. I understand that the information you will give me is very sensitive and important and I guarantee you that all the discussions here will not be shared to anyone else, it will be between you and the Office. I ask your permission to go to your field(s) for the measurements. 
The report of this census will assist the Government and stakeholders in planning and bringing interventions to the population of the country.

PHASE II - AREA, YIELD MEASUREMENTS AND GENERAL AGRICULTURAL

ENQUIRIES.
2.0 
Introduction

This phase covers about 20% of the holdings listed during Phase one. A sample of not less than 15 % of the  Enumeration Areas covered in Phase one are enumerated. In this part you are to cover 10 holdings in each selected enumeration area assigned to you. The selection of the 10 holdings is done by the office/your supervisor. The names of the 10 holding heads of the 10 holdings will be given to you and you have to find them and only interview the ten. You are not allowed to substitute any of the holdings selected in your EA. You will only notify your supervisor that a homestead does not grow crops, it is then that your supervisor can substitute the homestead. Even then you have to consult with your supervisor and in turn the Supervisor has to contact the office and the substitution be done in the office. Take good care of the equipment given to you. If you lose any equipment you will be required to replace it. You and the equipment given to you are very important in yielding accurate and unbiased estimates, so do not hesitate to communicate any problem you are faced with, with your supervisor first before any official from the office.

2.2.0 
Field Measurement Procedure

2.2.1 
Introduction

In order for the input-output data to be meaningful, the size of the field must be known. Each enumerator is responsible for the measurement of all fields involved in the collection of crop production. All data collected without having field sizes are useless.

(a). 
Materials Needed:

1. 
GPS (Geographical Positioning System tool)

2. 
A Note pad and a pen.
(b). 
When to measure fields:

Field measurements should be made before / after planting, but before the crop grows too tall to see over.
(c). 
Reporting the information:

The following is to be used to report the field measurements. Indicate the EA No., Farm No., and Date of the measurements and your name at top of the page. Two field measurements can be recorded on each sheet. At the top right hand corner you should indicate how many pages are being used for the farm in question. For example, if the farm has 8 fields then a total of 4 sheets must be used. At the bottom of the page you should draw a sketch of the field. When the measurements are complete turn the sheets over to the supervisor for delivery to Mbabane.
1.2.2 Procedure for Measurement:
Method 1: GARMIN GPS Device



You must always make sure that your GPS has received at least four satellites.

Follow these steps:

Field No. , here you write the field number as it appears in Form No. AC2 - 1 - B-2021/2022 for field measurements.

Column 2:

Column 4:

SECTION 4: 
FERTILIZERS AND OTHER CHEMICALS

Under this section you record the area treated with "each type of the inputs. You have already measured the field at this stage, so the estimation of areas treated should be easy. Also record the amount of each type of inputs in the spaces provided and cost.

IMPROVED SEEDS

Like in section 4 you record quantities and costs of the seeds used by the homestead.
SECTION 6: 
PRODUCTION, PURCHASES, CONSUMPTION AND SALES

(Since last harvest)

In this section, we are trying to assess the capabilities of the homesteads in the production of the food crops. The food crops are maize, jugobeans, groundnuts, cowpeas and other. Maize is divided into three subdivisions of maize in grain, maize in mealie-meal and maize green. The unit of measurement for these subdivisions of maize is a 50 kg bag. For beans, jugobeans, groundnuts and cowpeas it is kgs. We use the kgs because most of the famer's production of these crops is below a tin, so in order to include every farmer we prefer to report in kgs. Note that most of the farmers do not know the quantity in kgs, so it is very important that you as an enumerator have knowledge of kgs. For instance, you should know how much a local unit would be in kgs, e.g. a basin that a farmer might have used in harvesting the crop. This will help you to convert them into kgs. Sorghum should be also recorded into Kilograms. For any crop you record it under other (please specify the name of the crop) also record the unit of measurement that was reported to you by the respondent. The whole section is divided into ten (10) columns that must have entries. In the production column, you only enter what the homestead produced (grew) for itself, so there should be no entries for mealie-meal under production since no homestead can grow mealie-meal. ill the purchases column you enter the amount of that crop that the homestead purchased (in kgs) the previous year and what was given to it as gifts; and the price, which was purchased (enter that in the price column). In the following columns you enter information on the amount sold to the National Maize Corporation (NMC) or Eswatini Milling(EM), the amount sold to neighbours and the price at which the crop was sold; the amount used for other purposes not mentioned in this questionnaire. Stocks refer to the amount left over from the previous year.

Check that field number, name and code are correctly entered, as they should be consistent with other previous forms. The Total number of plants/hills must equal Number of plants/hills harvested plus Number of plants/hills damaged. The test weights should show a decreasing trend as an indicator that the sample is drying up. As an indicator that the sample is ready for shelling, weight 3 and 4 should be the same. Make sure that the final weight is the average number of weight after shelling / threshing divided by the number of plots.

Under this section, you record the number of Agricultural Workers engaged in or outside the holding during the Agricultural year 2022/2023 by Gender and the given categories. See definition of Temporary and Permanent worker in the Chapter of Concepts and Definitions page 10. The table below Section 1, which in fact is Section 2, is recording the weight of the crops sampled and harvested

For crop yield measurement, selection of fields under crops will be done from the list of fields planted with particular crops. This list will be prepared during the measurement of area of all fields operated by the sampled 10 holdings in each selected enumeration area. Fields under crops will be classified as follows:

1. Maize pure stand (100%)

2. Maize and Pumpkin

3. Maize and other

4. Sorghum

5. Groundnuts

6. Beans

7. Cotton

8. Potatoes

9. Sweet potatoes

10. Cowpeas

11. Other Crops

From each of these crop groupings, crop-cutting experiments will be conducted, and in each field there will be a minimum of one yield plot. In fields that are more than 1/4 hectare in size the number of yield plots will be increased. There should be one yield plot for every 'l4 hectare of field size. 2.5.1 
What is a yield plot?

A yield plot is a small area in the field where the crop is harvested and weighed in order to closely estimate the yield of the entire field. The plots will be circular with radius of 2.82 metres, which contain 25 square metres of area. Thus, each area is 1/400 of a hectare. The rest of this section describes the use of this method.
2.5.2 
When to make crop cuts

Yield plots should be laid out and harvested as soon as the crop is mature but before the farmer start / begins harvesting.

(a). 
Material needed

1. Sample bags

2. A spring balance

3. Two stakes with a 2.82 metres string

4. A Bush knife / Sickle / Slasher
(b). 
Location of plot

The plot is of 2.82 metres radius circle. This circle is obtained by randomly designating a point of intersection in the field. Let us see how the point is obtained.

 (c). 
Procedure to obtain the point

1. 
Start from the comer of the field nearest to you when you are in the field.

2. 
Measure clockwise its perimeter in metres with the tape measure.

3. 
Call this starting point A.

4. 
Reading down the column of the table of random numbers of appropriate digits given to you, select the first number which is equal to or less than the perimeter.

5. 
Suppose the perimeter is 1097 metres which a 4 digit number. Further suppose column 4 of the four­digit random numbers table is allocated to you.

6. 
Reading down this column, you find that the first number, which is less than 1097 metres, is 341.

7. 
Select this number and encircle (0341) it to show that it is selected.

8. 
Move 341 metres from A, clockwise on the perimeter, call this point you reach, B.

9. 
From B, measure across the field at right angle to the opposite.

(i). 
Suppose this distance is 399 metres, which is a three-digit number.

(ii). 
Reading down column 4 of the three digit random numbers, select the first numbers equal
to or less than these distance i.e.399 metres. Suppose this number is 276.

10. 
From B, move 276 metres along the distance. Call this point you reach C.

11. 
Taking C as the center, you have to demarcate a circular crop-cutting plot of 2.82 metres radius.
Note: Crops, which obscure visibility:
Often the selected field may be large and the crop plants so tall that the opposite side is not visible making it difficult to move across the field at a right angle to the opposite side. In such a situation, fix a sufficiently high pole at each of the two ends of the opposite side and fix a third pole at the point where the perpendicular line from B falls on the line joining the first two poles. When you move from B across the field, see that you always move in the direction of this third pole.
(d). 
Plot outside the field

If you find that the selected centre C is at such a point in the field that the circular plot of 2.82 metres radius cannot be fully accommodated in it, reject both B and C points and select a fresh pair of random numbers reading the random numbers reading the random numbers further down from the numbers last used.

(e).
Random numbers

You will be given columns of random numbers of two, three, and four digits. When the distance is a two digit figure, use allotted column of two digit random numbers. When the distance is a three-digit figure, use column of three digit random numbers and so on. For the first crop-cutting plot to be located, start from the top allotted column. Always read further down the number last used: When a column is finished, proceed to next column and so on. When all columns after the starting column is exhausted, go to the first column of the appearing digits in the table.
2.5,3 
Laying out the yield plot

The circular yield plots will be laid out using two stakes with the 2.82 metres string. At each required location (see above) one stake is driven into the soil such that is firmly fixed. This will be the centre of the yield plot. The second stake is taken outward from the centre to fully extend the string.

2.5.4 
Completing the circle and making the crop cut

As the outer stake is moved around the centre the crop being sampled must be cut (or dug out, etc.) and stacked. This will allow the string to pass around the circle without obstructions. At the completion of this step the crop should have been taken from a perfect circle with diameter of 5.64 metres (i.e. 2 x 2.82 m). If there were two or more crops growing in the field (intercrop) each crop should have been stacked separately for accurate weighing. Determine the crop(s) falling inside the plot by looking at the roots of the crop(s) whether they are inside or outside the plot, not just by looking on which side they emanated.

2.5.5 
Harvesting the crop

Harvesting is done on a sampled plot by conducting the crop cutting experiment. The crop should be harvested and stored in a cloth bag for drying and weighing. Be sure to 

carefully label each bag so that it can be easily identified by the homestead members and you at the later date. Crops should not be shelled/threshed immediately after harvesting.

You measure the perimeter starting from corner A that is the South - West - Corner of the field.

(ii). 
The length of the perimeter in meters is a four-digit figure. Therefore consult the allotted column of four digit random numbers to locate point B on the perimeter. The four digit random number column allotted to you is 4. Suppose this and subsequent columns read as follows: (See Appendix 7)
(iii). 
The first number in column 4 of the above random numbers table is 0341 which is less than1097 meters. Select it and encircle it. (See Appendix 7).

(iv.)
Move clockwise 0341 metres from A on the perimeter. The point you reach is B.

(v). 
Measure the distance from B across the field at right angle of the opposite side. This comes to 399 meters. This is a three-digit figure. Consult column 4 of the three digit random numbers allocated to you. Suppose this and subsequent two columns read as follows :(See Appendix 7)
2.5.5.1 Two (2) or more plots

Identify the first plot as indicated above. Return to the edge of the field where you started and move in the clockwise direction to the next corner of the field. Go back to your random number table to look for a number less than the perimeter and follow the procedure as in obtaining the first plot. If more helps are needed repeat this step until you return to the original corner of the field.

2.5.5.2 If more plots are needed

If you still need more yield plots after returning to the original comer of the field simply turn around and continue the above steps in counter clockwise direction until the required number of plots are identified.

2.5.5.3 Obtaining a dry Grain Weight

In most cases the grain will not be in a dry storable condition when harvested. The samples must be dried before a final weight is recorded. To do this hang the cloth bags containing the samples in a place where air can circulate freely and / or the sun can speed up the drying process. In most cases leave the samples at the homestead for drying. Please make sure that this sample is stored in a safe place where it will not be spoiled in any way e.g. by rain. And no member of the homestead should interfere with it such as exchanging the cobs for good or for bad ones. As you make your weekly visits to the homestead take weights of the sample bags and record the weights. When you obtain 2 - 3 weights successively and they are the same, you can assume that the sample is sufficiently dry for threshing. Then you shell it for the final grain weight. Notify the supervisor when you have samples ready for weighing. Crop yield estimated will be taken from all fields of the sample of 10 homesteads. The information will be used to determine crop production estimates for the country. When all fields have been sampled and final weights obtained and recorded, hand the data forms over to the Supervisor for delivery in Mbabane.

ESWATINI STATISTICS ACT

THE STATISTICS ACT

Date of commencement: 27th October, 1967

An Act to provide for the collection, analysis and publication of statistical information, and-for other matters incidental thereto.

Short Title.

1. This Act may be cited as the Statistics Act, 1967.

Interpretation.

2.
In this act, unless the context otherwise requires­

"Authorized Officer" means a public officer or other person employed in connection with any business of the Central Statistical Office;

"Central Statistical Office" means the department responsible for statistics in the Prime Minister's office;.

"Director" means the head of the Central Statistical Officer;

"Minister" means the Prime Minister;

"Person", where it is used in relation to a person furnishing or required to furnish particulars or information under this Act, includes all or any of the individuals constituting a firm or the person having control or management of a partnership business, and, in the case of a company or corporation, association, society or body of persons, includes any director, manager or head (by whatever name called) of such association, body of persons or society;

"Statistics" means -the information which may be collected in connection with and incidental to any census or general statistical Censusor all or any of the matters specified in, or prescribed under, section 3;

"Undertaking" means any undertaking by way of trade or business, whether or not such trade or business is carried on for profit.

Matters as to which statistics may be collected.

3. 
Subject to this Act and the directions of the Minister, statistics may be collected at such times or during such periods as may be prescribed in relation to all or any of the following­

 Population and housing;

Vital social, educational, labour and industrial matters, including rates of wages, cost of living, prices of commodities and rents of habitations;
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(c) 
local government;

(d) 
employment and unemployment;

(e) 
imports and export;

(f) 
immigration and emigration;

(g) 
posts, telegraphs and telephones;

(h) 
factories, mines and productive industries generally;

(j) 
agriculture, horticulture, viticulture, dairying and pastoral industries;

(k) 
banking, insurance and finance;

(1) 
tenure, occupation and finance;

(m)
forestry and fishing;

(n) 
commercial and professional undertaking;

(0)
salaries, wages, bonuses, fees, allowances and any other payments and honoraria for services rendered;

(p) 
income, earnings, profits and interest;

(q) 
health;

(r) 
transport and communications in all forms, and

(s)
 such other matters as the Minister may prescribe by notice published in the Gazette.

Compilation, analysis, tabulation and publication of statistics.

4.
(I) The Director shall cause statistics collected in pursuance of this Act to be compiled analyzed and tabulated and may, subject to this Act and the directions of the Minister, cause statistics or abstracts thereof to be published with or without observations thereon and in such manner as he may determine.

(2) All statistics or abstracts thereof, prepared for publication and any observations thereon, shall be laid on the tables of both Houses of Parliament within fourteen days after the commencement of its next ensuing sitting.

Power to obtain information.

5.
(1)
for the purpose of enabling statistics to be collected, every person shall to the best of his knowledge, when required by the director or an authorized officer to do so, fill in a form and supply, in accordance with the instructions contained in or accompanying it, the particulars specified therein.

(2) Every person when so required shall, to the best of its knowledge and belief, answer all such questions put to him by the director or an authorized officer as are necessary for obtaining any information required for the collection of statistics.

Access to premises.

6.
Any person occupying any land, house, enclosure or other place shall allow the director or an authorized officer such access thereto as he may require for obtaining any information required for the collection of statistics, and shall allow him to paint, mark or affix on or to the property in tile occupation of such person such letters, marks or numbers as may be necessary for the purpose of carrying out his duties under this Act.

Access to public and other records.

7.
Notwithstanding any other law, any person having the custody or charge of any public records or documents, or of the records or documents of any local authority, corporation, partnership, firm, company, society, association or person from which, in the opinion of the director, information in respect of or in relation to which the collection of statistics is required can be obtained, or which would aid in the completion or correction of such statistics, shall grant the direction or an authorized officer access to such records or documents for the purpose of obtaining there from such information.

Restriction on publication

8.  Except for the purposes of a prosecution under this Act any­

(a)     individual return or part thereof, mad~ for the purposes of this Act;

(b)     answer given to any question put for the purposes of this Act;

(c)
report, abstract or other document, containing particulars comprised in any such return or answers so arranged as to enable identification of such particulars with any person, undertaking or business; shall not be published, admitted ill evidence in any civil or criminal proceedings or shown to any person not employed in the execution of a duty under this Act unless the previous written consent there to has been obtained from the person making such return or giving such answer, or, in case of an undertaking or business, from the owner for the time being of such under taking or business:

Provided that this section shall not prevent or restrict the Publication of any report, abstract or other document without such consent where the particulars in such report, abstract or other document enable identification merely by reason of the fact that the particulars relate to an undertaking or business which is the only undertaking or business within its sphere of activities, if such particulars do not enable the costs of production, the capital employed or profits arising in any such undertaking or business to be identified.
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Restriction on disclosure in certain cases.

10. This Act shall not affect or be deemed to affect any enactment relating to the disclosure or non-disclosure of any official, secret or confidential information, evidence or document, and any person required by the director or an authorized officer to supply any information, to give any evidence or to produce any document, shall be entitled, in respect of such information, evidence or document, to plead the same privilege before the director or an authorized officer as before a court of competent jurisdiction.

Letters as to statistics to be transmitted post-free.

11. All letters, parcels and packets and all telegraphic messages relating to statistics transmitted to or by the Direct-or or an authorized officer, shall be free of postal, telegraphic or other charge made by the director of posts and telecommunications of ESWATINI, if marked with words: "Statistics - on Government Service".

Punishment of officers for certain acts.

11.
(1) 
Any person, employed in the execution of any duty under this Act, shall be guilty of an offence and liable, on conviction to a fine not exceeding six hundred rand or imprisonment not exceeding two years or both, if he­

(a) 
puts an improper or offensive question to any person;

(b) 
knowingly makes a false return or for issue compiles any false statistics or information.'

(c) 

asks, receives or takes, in respect of or in connection with his employment under this Act from any person, other than an officer of the Government duly authorized thereto, any payment or reward;

(d) 

by virtue of such employment, becomes possessed of any information which might exert influence upon or affect the market value of any share, interest indirectly uses such information for personal gain; or

(e) 

divulges or communicates to any person otherwise than in the ordinary course of such of such employment any information furnished in pursuance of this Act;

Offences.

12.
(1)
A person shall be guilty of an offence and liable on conviction to a fine not exceeding four hundred rand or to imprisonment not exceeding one year, if he­

(a) hinders or obstructs the direction or an authorized officer in the execution of any of their powers under this Act;

Oath of secrecy. (Schedule)

13.
 (1) 
Every person employed in the execution of any duty under this Act shall before entering upon his duties make and subscribe before a Commissioner of Oaths or before the director, who is hereby authorized to administer such oath, the oath or affirmation set out in the Schedule.

(2) 
A person who, in the execution of any duty under this Act, fails to comply with or contravenes any term or condition of his oath or affirmation shall be guilty of an offence and liable on conviction to a fine not exceeding four hundred rand or imprisonment not exceeding one year or both.
